Leagues Club has received confirmation of enrolment and commencement by the applicant at a
recognised tertiary institution, within two years of receiving the Award (that is, in 2026 or 2027). It
is the recipient’s responsibility to provide confirmation and documentation to the Manager of
Mareeba Leagues Club to claim the Award. Applicants who are deferring from entrance must
notify the Manager of the Club. The Club will reserve the right to redistribute the Award if the
recipient fails to obtain university entrance within the two-year period.

The Principal of the High School shall be notified of the recipient’s identity and this information
will be passed on to the successful applicant prior to the Presentation Event.
