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Post-school destinations

In 2019, 75.5% of Year 12 completers from Mareeba State High School were engaged in education,
training or employment in the year after they completed school.

Of the 102 respondents, 50.0% continued in some recognised form of education and training. The most
common study destination was bachelor degree.
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A further 25.5% transitioned directly into paid employment and no further study.
