Students Eligible to Trial:	This Rugby League trial is open for boy participants only. Please note this trial is only available for students in the 15-16year old division (students born in 2011 and 2010) and in the 17-18year old division (students born in 2009 and 2008). 

Due Date for Nominations: 	Students must have nominated and returned their completed paperwork to their school’s Sport Co-ordinator by 5.00pm Wednesday 4th of February 2026. 

Canteen:	Atherton JRL will be running a drinks and snacks canteen. Cold drinks and snack items are available for purchase by students and spectators. Students must provide their own food requirements for the duration of the trial. Students will not be allowed to leave the venue to access food outlets. Students should ensure they have enough appropriate food and water to aid their performance for the duration of the trial. Students must bring their own water bottles for the trial.

First Aid:	A first aid kit will be provided by the Convenor. A Sports Trainer will be in attendance on the trial day to assist with any First Aid incidents. 

Student Requirements: 	Students will need to bring their own football shorts or school sport uniform shorts and football socks (any colour) to play in along with their food, water bottle, mouthguard, appropriate football boots (moulded tags) or sports shoes/joggers, a hat and sunscreen. Please note as per the Curriculum Activity Risk Assessment Sport Guidelines it is mandatory for students to wear a mouthguard when participating in Rugby League. Please note as per the QRL guidelines all players are to play in either ‘joggers’ or appropriate football boots (moulded tags) not in bare feet. Students will be provided with a football jersey to play in for the trial.

Referees: 	The Convenor will try to source some external referees to assist for the trial day. Please advise the Convenor if you know of anyone available and interested in this role. If enough referees cannot be sourced school staff members in attendance will be asked to rotate through the refereeing duties on the day. 

Peninsula Championships: 	Both age groups (15-16Yrs & 17-18Yrs) will be held at the Atherton Junior Rugby League Fields, Alma Street (off Golf Links Road), Atherton on Tuesday 3rd of March 2026.

State Championships:	Both age groups (15-16Yrs and 17-18Yrs Boys) will be held on Thursday 21st of May until Sunday 24th of May 2026 at Browns Plains Bears Rugby League Football Club, Brisbane (hosted by Metropolitan West Region). 
	

Special Note: 
As this Tablelands Trial is occurring during school hours a representative from each student’s school is expected to be in attendance with their students (regardless of the number of students attending).  The school’s representative is expected to have students’ completed paperwork with them at the trial. The school’s representative is responsible for making plans in relation to any students with specific medical requirements.  Schools will be expected to have students completed paperwork (Tablelands Availability for Selection Contract and Peninsula Student Permission Details Booklet) before nominating students. When the trial concludes; the Tablelands Coach / Manager will collect the paperwork of the students who are selected in the Tablelands Team to attend the Peninsula (Regional) Championships. Schools are expected to retain the paperwork of students who attended the Tablelands Trial but were not selected in the Tablelands Team.
